The highest allowed noise limit is 110 dB (A) 1.29 min. day.

Safety Devices

The inflation portal is equipped with Polycarbonate on the front and side and safety
expanded metal in the top for protection of a possible explosion of tyres or tyres “jumping”
off the rim due to a wrong match.

The machine is constructed in such a way that the operator cannot be harmed by normal
use of the machine as long as the instructions are closely followed.

Transport and Handling

This machine has to be transported with a pallet stacker or a fork-lift truck according to the
below instructions.

KEEP A SAFETY DISTANCE OF 2 M WHEN
THE FORK-LIFT TRUCK IS LOWERED !

Place the machine close to the place of use.
Remove the bolts holding the machine to the pallet.

Unpacking
Remove the packing.
Check that the contents correspond to the order.

Place the machine on an even floor near the place of use. Please see the illustration /
photo!

Installation

Bolt the stand to the floor with 4 expansion bolts.



Mount the bar to the roller table.

Adjust the table horizontally.

Please make sure that inlet of
compressed air is sufficient.
Max. compression pressure 8 —10

Power Connection

This machine does not need an electric power connection unless a Computer Inflator is
mounted. If the P 800 is equipped with a Computer Inflator and / or an Omega Jet System
a connection to 230V (1 P- N — G) is needed.

Lifting the cage

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Noise

Noise from this machine can by use of the Omega Jet System occasionally exceed 70 dB.

Only by use of the Omega Jet: 110 DB (A) measured at a distance of 1 meter from the

machine.
